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Hiring H-2 Workers from Haiti: Resources for Employers

Help Haiti - Hire a Haitian

In January 2012, the US Department of Homeland Security added Haiti to the list of countries
eligible for the H-2 visa program to work in temporary low-skill jobs in the United States. The Center
for Global Development (CGD), a non-profit organization in Washington, D.C. that conducts
economic research on US policy toward developing countries, advocated that Haiti be included in
the program as a means for economic recovery. CGD has identified several resources for employers
interested in Haitian labor.
