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The Commitment to Development Index (CDI) ranks 21 of the world’s richest countries

based on their dedication to policies that benefit poor nations. Looking beyond standard

comparisons of foreign aid flows, the CDI measures national effort in seven policy areas that

are important to developing countries: aid, trade, investment, migration, environment,

security and technology. This report reviews Finland’s performance on the 2005 CDI.

Finland ranks 7th overall in 2005. The Finnish government is a strong supporter of technological innovation
and dissemination to the developing world and has also made significant contributions to international peace-
keeping and forcible humanitarian interventions. But due to high barriers that restrict entry, the flow of
immigrants from poor countries to Finland is one of the lowest in the CDI as a share of country population.

Aid quality is just as important as aid quantity, 
so the CDI measures gross aid as a share of GDP
adjusted for various quality factors: it subtracts
debt service, penalizes “tied” aid that makes
recipients spend aid only on donor goods and
services, rewards aid to poor but relatively uncor-
rupt recipients, and penalizes overloading poor
governments with many small projects.
