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The Commitment to Development Index (CDI) ranks 21 of the world’s richest countries

based on their dedication to policies that benefit poor nations. Looking beyond standard

comparisons of foreign aid flows, the CDI measures national effort in seven policy areas that

are important to developing countries: aid, trade, investment, migration, environment,

security and technology. This report reviews Norway’s performance on the 2005 CDI.

Norway ranks 5th overall in 2005. Norway ranks first in the security component, thanks to large contributions
of personnel and money to international peacekeeping and forcible humanitarian interventions. Norway also
gives a large amount of foreign aid as a share of its income, finishing second in the aid component. But
Norway employs some of the most restrictive trade barriers against poor countries and is one of the worst
environmental performers due to high fishing subsidies.
